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Godôs Will 

Have you ever wondered what Godôs will is for your life? Iôm sure weôve all 

asked that question at some point. For most of us, the inquiry rises to the surface 

at critical junctures: choosing a spouse or a job, choosing a medical path or      

facility, or when to retire. These are the times we tend to cry out, ñLord, show 

me Your will!ò We certainly see this call throughout Scripture. 

As we seek to know Godôs will, we often feel tension. In a sincere desire to 

please Him, we may walk in fear that we will make the wrong choice about all 

manner of lifeôs details. We find ourselves wondering if God wants us to choose 

chicken or sea bass, how much he wants us to spend on clothes, or whether Heôd 

be happy if we went on an expensive vacation. Freedom of choice can become a 

paralyzing power: from simply discovering what God wants to the smallest      

detail, to making decisions that could ruin, well, everything. For some, obsessing 

over lifeôs particulars leads them to make decisions in clearly unbiblical waysð

hinging their choices on apparent signs and coincidences, or even coin flips! 

Others swing to the opposite end, thinking God doesnôt really care about the    

minutiae of our lives and doesnôt have a ñwillò for anything we do. We can also 

assume Godôs will applies only to certain aspects of lifeðwhom we marry        

or what church we attend, perhapsðbut outside of those big things, we can      

basically believe we control the moments of our days. But how can we know if 

the Lord has willed something or not? 

Ironically, weôre prone to overlook Godôs revealed will and hyper-focus on His 

cloaked will. We often want to know Godôs hidden will for the future, while 

walking contrary to His revealed will in the present. Instead, we ought to         

diligently study and seek to understand Godôs revealed will. As we sit under 

good preaching and teaching, reading and studying and memorizing our Bibles in 

a covenant community, we will grow in our ability to know Godôs revealed will. 

And as we renew our minds, the Spirit of God will help us not only discern 

Godôs will (Rom. 12:2), but also apply it to the circumstances and moments for 

all of our days. 

While we obey Godôs revealed will, we can trust in Godôs good providenceð

that as His undisclosed will unfolds, He is working all things together for the 

good of those who love Him (Rom. 8:28). Whatever our days may hold, we can 

trust that the specifics are designed by a loving God for the good of our souls. 

So, seek to know Godôs revealed will. Be diligent in obeying it. Walk in          

holiness, pursue sanctification, love your neighbors, be generous with your       

resources, bridle your tongue, and worship God. Trust the Lord, and thank Him 

that, His will, revealed or otherwise, is always good.
