The Point: The Holy Spirit brings us together as one church.

The Bible Meets Life: In June 2016, the election of the new
president of the Southern Baptist Convention was a close race.
A runoff vote was still too close to call, leading to a second runoff
vote. Prior to that vote, one of the candidates, J.D. Greear,
withdrew his candidacy. Greear told the convention he had prayed
the night before and believed he needed to suggest his opponent,
Steve Gaines, be elected by acclamation.

Interestingly, Gaines has also decided to withdraw as a candidate
for the sake of unity. The two men met, prayed, and agreed that
Gaines should be the sole nominee and take the role of president.
These men had determined that unity in the mission was most
important. Their decision was a remarkable display of unity.

Christians are a diverse group of people, even within a particular
denomination. We are different in culture, age, socio-economic
status, skill, personality, and sometimes even in the priorities we
hold. The only thing that can bring unity among such people is the
movement of God’s Spirit. He gives us a common faith and a
common mission,
