2 Thessalonians 1:3-12 

The Point: Eternal punishment awaits those who do not follow Christ. 

The Bible Meets Life: Elon Musk is quite famous for a number of reasons. 

Besides being one of the richest people in the world, he is the founder and 

owner of Tesla, Space X, Neuralink, and The Boring Company. 

On May 9, 2022, a man engaged Elon Musk on Twitter, and in his tweet, he 

wrote, “As a genius, haven’t you find (sic) out that there us a great creator of 

this world yet? If you did, make sure you confess this before your last      

heartbeat. Bless u.” 

Musk replied, “Thank you for the blessing, but I’m OK with going to hell, if 

that is indeed my destination, since the vast majority of all humans ever born 

will be there.” 

Wow, what a statement! 

While the topic of hell is an uncomfortable subject for many people, it’s a 

part of reality. Musk obviously didn’t realize the implications of his         

comment. This is such an important topic, though, because hell is real, and 

we must let people know they don’t have to go there. 

Live It Out: Trust. If you’re not sure where you will spend eternity, you can 

settle that by faith in Christ. Trust Him to save you. Study. Identify the     

passages in Scripture that refer to hell, read them, and write a description of 

hell based on your findings. Thank God for delivering you through Christ 

from a punishment you deserve. Tell. We’re often reticent to tell others about 

Jesus but let the reality of hell serve as an inner motivation to tell others 

about the love and salvation of Christ. Pray for the opportunity to share 

Christ, and when that opportunity presents itself, walk boldly into it with the 

power of Christ.
